
 
 
 

October 13, 2015 
 
 The Juniata County Commissioners met on the above date with Commissioners Jeff Zimmerman, Alice Gray and 
Teresa O’Neal present.  Also attending were Juniata Sentinel reporter Maria Yohn, Lewistown Sentinel reporter Joe 
Cannon, Mike Hannon of Tri-County Drug & Alcohol and various individuals representing the Juniata County Business 
and Professional Women’s Group. 
 
 The meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. by Chairman Zimmerman.  A moment of silence was observed 
followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.   On a motion by Gray and a second by O’Neal, the Minutes of the October 6, 2015 
meeting were unanimously approved as submitted. 
 
 During the public comment period, Mike Hannon informed the Commissioners that all human services continue 
to experience ramifications from the Commonwealth Budget impasse.  He also added that an informational “town hall” 
meeting is scheduled for November 5, 2015 at 7:00pm. 
 

Following Mr. Hannon’s remarks, Commissioner O’Neal stated that Juniata Valley Behavioral and 
Developmental Services will be behind by 2.24 million dollars if next the quarter’s payments don’t come through.  
Chairman Zimmerman concluded the discussion by adding that it is day number one hundred and five without a 
Commonwealth Budget.   
  
 There being no further statements or public comment, the Commissioners took the following actions: 
 

• It was moved by O'Neal and seconded by Gray to issue Proclamation No. 2015-9 proclaiming the week of 
October 19th through 23rd, “Business Women’s Week”.  The motion was unanimously carried. 

 

• It was moved by Gray and seconded by O'Neal to approve engaging the services of Joseph K. Pierce, Esquire with 
ECKERT SEAMANS CHERIN & MELLOTT, LLC to pursue financing on the County’s behalf with the Juniata 
Valley Bank for an estimated maximum principal amount anticipated not to exceed $1,425,000.00.  The terms of 
the loan will be 7.75 years with a fixed interest rate of 2.91%.  The purpose of loan is to refinance current debt at 
a lower rate and to acquire new funds to address expenses related to floor safety issues at the Courthouse and 
“Option C” as presented by the McClure Company during a recent energy audit.  The motion was unanimously 
carried. 

 

• It was moved by O'Neal and seconded by Gray to adopt Resolution 2015-7 “Capital Projects Reimbursements” as 
it pertains to Agenda Item #2.  The motion was unanimously carried.

• It was moved by Gray and seconded by O'Neal to approve requests for Open Space Legacy Funds for the 
following municipalities:
